The time here represents the duration of camera idle time previous to running a Preset Point / Cruise Line /
Auto Pan Path / Sequence Line. When the Home function is activated, the camera will start to count down

when it idles, and then execute the predefined action as time expires. The time period ranges from 1 min. to
128 min.; specify it in the field.

Type & Line

Select a Home action type (Preset Point / Cruise Line / Auto Pan Path / Sequence Line) and specify the num-
ber of Preset Point / Cruise Line / Auto Pan Path / Sequence Line from the drop-down Type and Line lists.

Click Apply to save the Home setting.

Angle Settings

The camera’s tilt angle is adjustable from minimum -10° to maximum +100°.
Enter the desired minimum and maximum tilt angle into the corresponding fields respectively.

Click Apply to save the angle setting.

PTZ Settings

Flip

Users can track an object continuously when it passes under the camera with setting Flip to Mechanical (M.E.)
mode.

NOTE! The Flip setting is manual-controlled only. If a Preset Position or a point for other function (e.g.
Sequence) is set in the position that can only be reached through FLIP motion, when the Flip function is
turned off, the position cannot be reached anymore.

NOTE! To make the camera tilt between a specific range, such as -10° to +100°, please go to the Angle Set-
ting to set the tilt angle range. Otherwise, the camera will tilt 90° as the default setting.
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M.E. Mode

M.E. is a standard mechanical operation. As the camera tilts to the maximum angle, it will pan 180°, and then
continue tilting to keep tracking objects.

Speed by Zoom

This function allows the camera to adjust the pan/tilt speed automatically by the internal algorithm when the
zoom ratio is changed. The rotating speed will become slower as the zoom ratio gets larger.

Click Apply to save the setting.

Auto Calibration (Servo Feedback)
Integrating Servo Feedback technology, the camera would calibrate and precisely return to the previous pos-
ition without stalling when the deviation of dome pivot is detected.

Select On and click Apply to save the setting.

Privacy Mask Settings

The Privacy Mask function aims to avoid any intrusive monitoring. When setting a mask, it is suggested to set
it at least twice bigger (height and width) than the masked object. The camera will assume the center of the
selected view as the starting point. Therefore, keep the target object / region nearly positioned in the center

of the scene.

Color

Select a color from the Color drop-down list for the specified Privacy Mask. Click Set to apply the setting.
Mask Number (1~20): Specify the number of the programmed Privacy Mask in the entry field.

Zoom Factor

Normally, a privacy mask goes repositioned and resized to cover the masked area whenever the camera is
panned/tilted/zoomed. Zoom Factor allows users to hide the mask when zoom ratio is set lower than the ori-
ginal ratio.

For example, when the privacy mask is set at a certain zoom ratio (e.g. 5x), the privacy mask will be resized
when the camera is zoomed in (e.g. from 5x to 20x); however, when the camera zooms out (e.g. from 5x to
2x), the privacy mask will be hidden.

Select On or Off to activate or disable the Zoom Factor function.
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Camera Image Setup

Users can configure the image settings of the selected IP camera. The image settings include image adjust-

ment, noise reduction, white balance, etc.

1. Click the desired IP camera channel to start the setting. When adjusting image configuration, check the
channel grid for the change of image setting.

2. After setting, click Apply to save the setting.
If necessary, click Refresh to renew the setting.

NOTE! Some setting items may be unavailable for certain IP camera models. Those setting items will be
grayed out and cannot be accessed.

Camera Video Format

Users can configure the settings of video format. The setting items vary according to the types of IP cameras,
"MOBOTIX MOVE-H.265”, “MOBOTIX MOVE-H.264” and ONVIF.

The video format settings include video resolution, video rotation, bit rate setup, etc. However, if the live
streaming comes from the connected NVR or Encoder, this setup pane will be unavailable.

1. After setting, click Apply. Otherwise, the setting will not be saved.
2. If necessary, click Refresh to renew the setting.

NOTE! Some setting items may not be available for certain IP camera models. Those setting items will be

grayed out and cannot be accessed.

Camera Motion Detection Setup

Users can set up the configuration of motion detection. Motion detection settings include sampling, detection

level, sensitivity, time interval and motion detection areas.

B Click on any IP camera channel and select Camera Motion Setup to enter the motion setup mode. The

following describes each item.

NOTE! Note that this function is not available for IP cameras connected via NVRs or Encoders.
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NOTE! Users must ensure the motion detection function of CMS is enabled under the Event setting menu.

Refer to section Event Setup under System Setup for further instruction.

Motion Intensity

Motion intensity shows the status of motion activity.

Motion Index

CMS supports each IP camera 4 sets of motion detection settings. Select from the drop-down menu next to
Motion. In each motion index, users can set at most 10 sets of motion detection windows.

Sampling

This item is used to examine the differences between two frames. Users can configure the interval of
sampling pixel. For instance, if users set the interval as 5. IP camera system will take one sampling pixel from
every 5 pixels of each row and each column in detection area. The alarm will be triggered when differences
are detected.

Detection Level

Users can configure detection level for each sampling pixel. Detection level is how much the camera can
accept the differences between two sampling pixels. The smaller the value is, the lower the detection level.
Sensitivity

This item is used to set the detection sensitivity. A greater value indicates higher sensitive motion detection.
Time Interval

This item is used to adjust the time interval between each detection motion.

Set up Detection Region

Under motion setup mode, a red frame (detection window) will be displayed on the channel grid. Note that
the amount of motion detection regions may vary from different IP camera models. Refer to the following to

setup motion detection windows.

Click Edit to resize the detection window.
Check the box Enable Brush, left click and drag the mouse cursor to draw the preferred detection region.

Click Apply to save the setting to the selected IP camera channel.

To remove an added motion detection window un-check the box Enable Brush to erase the drawn detec-
tion region, left click and drag the mouse cursor on the colored grids.

Remove a Motion Detection Window

1. Select a desired detection window, and right-click on the channel grid.

2. Select Remove Selected Window from the drop-down list. The selected detection window will be
removed. Alternatively, select Remove All Window to remove all detection windows.

3. Click Apply to save the setting to the selected IP camera channel.
If necessary, click Refresh to renew the setting.

Camera Audio Detection Setup

Audio Detection function allows the camera to detect audio when audio volume in the detected area reaches

/ exceeds the determined sensitivity threshold value.
NOTE! Audio Detection function is only available for models equipped with Audio 1/0 function.

In Audio Detection Setting, the default setting for the Audio Detection function is Off. Enable the function by

selecting On.
Users could adjust various parameters of Audio Detection in this section.

Detection level [1-100]: The item is to set detection level for each sampling volume; the smaller the value,

the more sensitive it is. The default level is 10.

Time interval (sec) [0-7200]: The value is the interval between each detected audio. The default interval is
10.

After settings click < >. Otherwise, the setting will not be saved. If necessary, click <> to renew the setting.

Camera Schedule Setup

This function allows users to setup schedules for features including: Alarm Switch, Motion Detection and

Network Failure Detection. The function supports up to 10 sets of time frames in the time frame list.
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1. Select a time frame from the time frame list.
2. Check the weekday boxes below to choose the specific weekdays.

3. Select a time mode, Day, Night or Time. Under Time mode, specify the start time (hour:minute) and the
time duration (hour:minute) to activate the schedule triggered features. The setting range for the time
duration is from 00:00 to 168:59.

4. Click on Save to save the setup. Alternatively, click on Delete to delete a chosen time frame.

Time Mode

Day: The camera profile will be loaded when IR cut filter is on.
Night: The camera profile will be loaded when IR cut filter is off.

Time: This indicates the start time and the time duration for the schedule.

NOTE! You MUST select By schedule under each feature setting page to enable the schedule function.

Analytics drop-down menu.

IR Function Setup

IR Function allows/prevents infrared (IR) light reaching the image sensor.

B |R Mode: Define. the action of the IR cut filter. Refer to the descriptions of each option below to select a
suitable mode.

B Auto: Select this mode; the camera will decide when to remove the IR cut filter.

® Manual On: Use this mode when the environment light level is low. The IR cut filter will be removed to
deliver clear images in black and white.

® Manual Off: Select this mode to use the IR cut filter. The IR cut filter can filter out the IR light and allows
the camera to deliver high quality images in color.

B Smart: With Smart mode, the camera will decide when to remove the IR cut filter. The Smart mode
mechanism can judge whether the main light source is from IR illumination. If the main light source is
from IR illumination, the IR cut filter will be kept open (i.e. monochrome/night mode).

For cameras with built-in IR LED module, there are three additional IR function modes available Light Sensor /
Light On / Light Off.

B Light Sensor: The Light Sensor detects if there is ambient light for day/night switching function. IR LED
lights will be turned on/off by light sensor.
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B |ight On: In this mode, IR LED lights will always be on.
B |ight Off: In this mode, IR LED lights will always be off.
IR Day / Night Threshold

IR Day/Night Threshold is used to set when the camera should switch from day mode to night mode or vice
versa. The camera will sense the surrounding brightness, and the threshold value stands for the level of the
light. Once the camera detects the light level reaches the set threshold, the camera will automatically switch
to Day/Night Mode. The range of the level is from 0 to 10, (darker = 0; brighter = 10).

B |R Day Threshold: The higher the value, the earlier the camera switches to Day mode. The default value
isT.
B |R Night Threshold: The higher the value, the earlier the camera switches to Night mode. The default

value is 3.

1. Click Apply to save the setting to the selected IP camera channel.

Camera System Setup

Users can follow the instructions on this page to reset the camera to factory default settings if needed.

Reboot: Click <> and the camera system will restart without changing the current settings. Refresh the

browser page after the camera system is restarted.

Partial Restore: Click <> to recall the factory default settings (excluding network settings). The camera sys-

tem will restart in 30 seconds. Refresh the browser page after the camera system is restarted.

NOTE! The IP address will not be restored to default.

Camera Information

Users can check the brief information of the connected IP cameras. Click on any IP camera channel from the
display window or from View Management pane; the basic information of the IP camera, such as site name, IP

address, device type, video format, will be listed in Camera Information pane.
